
What Is Territory Development ? 

 

Territory development refers to the strategic planning and implementation of 

initiatives aimed at enhancing and expanding the economic, social, or political aspects of a 

specific geographic area. It involves activities such as infrastructure improvements, economic 

investments, and community development to foster growth and progress within a designated 

territory. 

When used before the word development, the adjective territorial typically refers to 

either the spatial integration or the geographic scale of development. 

In the first, more technical sense, territorial development refers to integrated multi-

sector development across a specific portion of territory, guided by a spatial vision of the 

desirable future and supported by strategic investments in physical infrastructure and 

environmental management. In the second, more neutral sense, territorial development is 

simply an umbrella term for development of specific portions of territory. These may be an 

urban, metropolitan, regional or rural jurisdiction, but also watershed, coastal, mountainous, 

border areas, etc. Most often, the term is used to encompass both local development and 

regional development, i.e. the development of larger, intermediate jurisdictions (districts, 

provinces, regions, etc.). But since any space can be defined as local from an observer placed 

above or outside it, the expression territorial development may just designate local 

development at any scale. 

The primary aim of territory development is to enhance the overall well-being, 

prosperity, and sustainability of a specific geographic area. This involves fostering economic 

growth, improving infrastructure, promoting social welfare, and creating an environment 

conducive to the residents' quality of life. The ultimate goal is to create a thriving and balanced 

community that meets the needs of its residents while ensuring long-term sustainability and 

resilience.
